Expected cuts in Medicare could lead  

to the loss of nearly 200,000 health  

care-related jobs by 2021.

Sickness = Security  

In the last three recessions, the number of health care-related 

jobs went up while all other sectors saw declines.

…Or Does It?  

Nationwide, the health care sector has seen an increasing number 

of mass layoffs—defined as 50 or more persons losing their jobs  

at a single insitution in a five-week period. Together, these  

numbers indicate increasing volatility in this sector.
