Getting Started

Welcome to the cadsupportonline quickstart guide to VectorWorks 2008 Landmark. This guide will show you how quick and easy it is to use
Landmark to draw your landscaping plans. By using this guide you will learn some basic Landmark skills. As you read through this PDF file
you will find exercises and instructions. For best results, please complete all exercises and watch all movies. Watch a movie by clicking once
on the movie icon in this PDF. This PDF is best viewed with Abode Acrobat Reader 8.

We are going to work on exercises that will show you quick ways of working in VectorWorks 2008 Landmark. If you are new to VectorWorks
then you are advised to work through all the exercises. If you are familiar with VectorWorks then you should still review this guide, just in case
things have changed. This will help you to work using the most effective methods.

The exercises and instructions have been designed to teach you specific skills in VectorWorks 2008 Landmark so try to complete all the
exercises. This is a quickstart guide, so it will show you the quick ways to get started, but it won’t show you everything that you need. If you
need a full tutorial manual I suggest you try the Archoncad manual that is design to follow on from this quickstart guide.

VectorWorks 2008 is a powerful drawing and designing program that you can use for a range of professions; from engineering and landscape
through to set and lighting design and architecture. It uses a combination of 2D and 3D tools and concepts to create sophisticated drawings and
designs. It also includes a database/reporting component and a built-in scripting language that allows you to make your own custom tools. You
can create 2D plans, count and schedule your planting and hard landscaping, or you can build a 3D model of your project and create rendered
views or movies.

This is another quickstart guide in the series. I encourage you to try the first guide in the series before trying this guide (QuickStart Guide to
VectorWorks 2008), then try out the other quickstart guides.
